4 FIRST-AID MEASURES

GENERAL INFORMATION

Vapours are heavier than air and may spread near ground to sources of 
ignition.

Store in tightly closed original container in a dry,  cool and 
well-ventilated place. Keep in original container.  Avoid contact with oxidising agents.
